Unit 1: God Is Our Good Father

Chapter 1: Jesus Is Our Friend

Faith Focus: Jesus, our Savior, invites us to be his friends.
Materials: student books, paper (heavier paper for name cards), markers/crayons, Bible, 
Centering:

1. Welcome each child into the room and take attendance.

2. Have your children decorate name cards for the table.  Once everyone has finished, go around the room and have each child introduce themselves and share their name card.

3. Hand out student books – remind the children that they will be staying at church this year.

4. Page T5 – Read number 4 and go through the 5 questions. 

5. Pray – gather around the prayer table and light the candle.  

Sharing:
1. Page T6 – follow numbers 1 & 2
2. Ask the children a few of the questions under number 3.
3. Tell the children that this story came from the Bible. Show the children the bible. You can use number 4 to help you explain.

4. Have the children open to page 3 in their books. Read aloud and have a few children answer the question.

5. Page T7 (page 4) – Read the page aloud to the children.

6. While the children are drawing, explain to them what Jesus Christ means. (number 7)
7. Use number 8 to explain to the children how Jesus is with us.

8. Page T8 – Have the children turn to page 5. Read aloud page 5 and have the children draw.

9. Explain how the crucifix is a sign of Jesus’ love. You can use the first 5 bullet points under number 10 to help.

10. Have the children punch out the purple cross from the back of the book. 

11. Follow number 11.

12. Page T9 – Read aloud page 6 and 7, then follow number 12. Use page T10, numbers 14 & 15 to help.

Acting: 

1. Page T10 - A Moment with Jesus - Follow number 1. 
· This is an opportunity for the children to silently pray and talk to Jesus. 

· Have the children turn back to page 6 and look at the picture.

· Have the Children do the Sign of the Cross and bow their heads.

· Ask them to silently think how Jesus loves us.

· Remind the children that we can speak to Jesus deep in our hearts because he is always with us.

· Use the bulletin points under number 1 for more ideas.
· Hand out the A Moment with Jesus cards.
2. Go over page 8 with the children.

3. The children can tear out page 8 and take it home.

Chapter 2: God Is Good

Faith Focus: God made the world good.
Materials: student books, pencils, white paper, crayons/markers, small pot, soil, seeds
Centering:

1. Welcome each child into the room and take attendance.

2. Hand out student books – remind the children that they will be staying at church this year.

3. Pray – gather around the prayer table and light the candle. Make the Sign of the Cross with the children.   

4. Page T17 – Read aloud the poem “Yellow Dancing Butterflies” under number 2. Ask the children to listen for all the creatures mentioned.

5. Ask what the children heard. What creatures did you hear? What were the creatures doing?

6. Ask who made all the creatures? God has put many things in our world for us to enjoy.

Sharing:
1. Page T17 – Hand out a piece of paper and some crayons and markers. Have the children draw things they like to hear, see, smell, taste, and touch.

2. Explain creation.  Use number 4 to help.

3. Page T18 – Read The Story of Creation. Remind the children that this is a story out of the Bible about how God created the world. Ask “Did you learn anything new from this story?”

4. Use number 8 to tell the children how the world is not finished.

5. Read aloud God Is Good on page 10 of the student books.

6. Have them draw something God made.

7. Use the bullet points under numbers 11 & 12 to help explain that we are responsible to help keep our world beautiful.

8. Read and answer the question on page 11 of the student books.

9. Page T20 – Read the story on pages 12-14.  Have the children answer the questions under number 14.

10. Plant a flower as a group. Watch it grow throughout the year!
Acting: 
1. Page T20 – A Moment with Jesus – Have the children turn back to page 11. Make the sign of the cross and have the children bow their heads and try to be silent while they talk to Jesus.  Have the children tell Jesus about their favorite things in the world and thank him for those things.
2. Lead the children through the review on page 16.

1. Have the children do page 15 and take it home.

Chapter 3: God Is Our Father
Faith Focus: God loves, cares for, and forgives us like a good father.
Materials: student books, pencils, mirrors, markers/crayons
Centering:

1. Welcome each child into the room and take attendance.

2. Hand out student books – remind the children that they will be staying at church this year.

3. Pray – gather around the prayer table and light the candle. Make the Sign of the Cross with the children.

5. Page T29 – Have the children turn to page 18.  Read aloud the top part and have them draw a picture of themselves. Use the mirrors for help. 

6. Use number 8 to explain and talk about how we are all brothers and sisters and God is our Father.
Acting: 
3. Page T30 – A Moment with Jesus – Have the children turn to page 19. Have the children make the sign of the cross and bow their heads.  Silently talk to Jesus and ask him to take care of your worries.  Thank Him for his love and care.  

4. Page T32 – Do the review with the children on page 22 and take it home.

Chapter 4: God Our Father Is Holy
Faith Focus: We worship God in church by words and actions.

Have holy objects on display for the 1st graders to look at and observe as they come in to the room.
Centering:

1. Welcome each child into the room and take attendance.

2. Hand out student books – remind the children that they will be staying at church this year.

3. Pray – gather around the prayer table and light the candle. Make the Sign of the Cross with the children.
4. Page T37 - Explain the holy objects and how they pertain to God. Use number 2 to help.

5. Explain to the children that we will be talking about and listening to a story about Moses. Have them turn to page 23 in their books.  Have the children observe and talk about the picture. Use number 3 to help.

2. Page T38 – Have the children turn to page 24. Read aloud “Moses Knew God Is Holy.” Have the children answer the question.  Use number 2 to help.

3. A Moment with Jesus – Have the children bow down to the ground and take their shoes off like Moses did.  Ask the children to silently talk to Jesus in the quiet of their hearts.  Read aloud “A Prayer of Moses” and give them a couple more minutes of silence to talk to Jesus.
4. Teach the students about genuflecting. Use numbers 4, 5, and 6 to help. 

5. Page T39 – Have the children turn to page 25. Read aloud “We Know God Is Holy.” Discuss the picture. Use number 7 to help you.
Acting: 
1. Page T40 – Have the children turn to page 26.  Read the page with the children.  

2. Page T41 – Prepare the children for the visit to church. Use numbers 1 & 2 to help explain how we should act while in church.

3. Back to Page T40 - Walk through the church and find all 4 objects. Use number 10 to help explain each furnishing.

4. While in the church, explain what Holy water is and why we bless ourselves with it.  Use number 11 for help.

5. Page T41 – Use number 4 to pray with the children in church.
