Welcome to the Sturgeon Bay Life Teen Confirmation program!

Mission

The goal of our parish Confirmation preparation is to help teenagers understand the effects of the Holy Spirit in their lives, bring them into a deeper relationship with Christ, and unite them more deeply into the Body of Christ, especially at the parish level (CCC 1309).

Structure

Students attend preparation sessions that are held on Wednesday evenings (starting in September and will go through January). See schedule. 

Two of the Wednesday evening sessions will be parent/candidate sessions. We ask that at least one parent be present. Once again, dates will be made available soon.

Students also participate in one Life Night a month on a Sunday evening.  If a student does not attend at least one Life Night a month they are required to write a 3-4 page paper on the topic that was covered.  This is to ensure that students understand the importance of a parish community.  

December 11th: Sponsor/Candidate Social-required, even if your sponsor can’t make it. 

As required by the Diocese, teenagers attend a retreat. We will have a daylong retreat at Silver Lake College of the Holy Family in Manitowoc. If you are unable to go on the daylong retreat, you will be required to attend another Confirmation retreat in the Diocese.

OneEight Journals 

Sponsor.  A sponsor must be a practicing, confirmed Catholic. He/she may not be the candidate’s mom or dad. This person should be someone that the candidate looks up to and is comfortable talking about faith. 

Interviews. There will be two. The first is an entrance interview conducted by the youth minister. Students are the ONLY ones who can make the arrangements for the interview. The second interview can be done by the youth minister, Fr. Carl, Fr. Bob or David Richard. The interviews are great to talk one-on-one with the candidate about their journey towards the Sacrament.

Memorization. Bishop Ricken requires the students have the basic beliefs of our faith memorized. Study guides will be handed out early so the students have plenty of time to prep. 

Service Hours. 10 total.  At least 5 of those MUST be within the parishes. See Sarah if you need help with ideas. 5 needs to be in the community. 3 of those 5 hours can come from the summer mission trip. 

Checklist 

· Date and place of Baptism (must have certificate if NOT from Corpus Christi, St. Joseph or Ss. Peter and Paul)
· Date and place of First Communion (must have certificate if NOT from Corpus Christi, St. Joseph or Ss. Peter and Paul)
· Sacramental Fee (Will not have to pay Life Teen registration fee)
Other things that will be expected (but really there is no need to start on any of these now):

· Letter to the Bishop
· Confirmation Name
· Registration Form
